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FLOODING  

Floods are the most frequent natural hazard in Canada. They can occur at any time of the year and are 
most often caused by heavy rainfall, rapid melting of a thick snow pack, ice jams, or more rarely, the 
failure of a natural or man-made dam. 

 

Flooding 

Á A heavy rainfall or spring melt can result in flooding, particularly when the ground is still frozen or 
already saturated from previous precipitation/wet years (ground water flooding) and water emerges 
above the natural surface.

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PREPARING FOR FLOODI NG  IN THE RM  
 

Many R.M. homeowners, residents and farmers have to consider that there may be a likelihood of 
flooding in their area in the spring of 2012, especially if they had problems in 2007, 2010 and/or 2011. 
 
When viewing the map below from the Saskatchewan Watershed Authority Report:  Precipitation, 
Streamflow And Lake Level Conditions for Saskatchewan Based on conditions as of April 1, 2011 (last 
year), it is easy to see that the RM was ñwell above normalò for spring runoff and remember that the RM 
will receive runoff from other areas as they experience spring melt.  
 
There has been a lot less snow this year winter and last fall was dry, but the water tables are still high so 
be prepared....will not take a lot of spring melt to cause issues in the low-lying areas.  
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The severity and frequency of flooding is influenced by: 
Á Extreme rainfall 
Á High temperatures causing rapid snow melt 
Á High temperatures causing ice break-up 
Á Storms with high winds 
Á Soil moisture conditions 
Á Ice jams ï especially during winter mild spells and spring thaw 
Á Windchill conditions that produce significant frazil ice, which is slush consisting of ice crystals that 

form in water that is too turbulent to freeze over 
 

The R.M. of Corman Park has always assisted in mitigating damage to personal property but the 
protection of personal property remains the responsibility of the homeowner.  The R.M. focuses 
resources on the protection of municipal infrastructure including unplugging culverts, removing culvert 
blockages, checking the condition of channels and culverts, fixing any issues found and maintaining 
natural drainage patterns. 
 

Preparing for possible flooding can reduce your potential for property damage and/or loss as well as 
increase personal safety.  If flooding happens in your area, it may take R.M. resources time to reach you 
and the response or answer may be that the R.M. will not be able to prevent your property and/or 
house, etc. from flooding.   You will need to take precautions (some are listed in this booklet) to minimize 
the damage to your property and belongings. 
 

In any disaster or emergency situation, Emergency Services will first attend to those in urgent need.  Even 
if you are not injured, you need to make sure you have the supplies and food you need to survive.  By 
being prepared to support yourself and your family for the first 72 hours, you free up Emergency/R.M. 
workers to assist those whose need is greater.  By planning ahead and taking practical steps to prepare, 
everyone can do their part to minimize flooding damage.  Ratepayers are encouraged to use the options 
that are applicable to their specific situation. 

 

Current Saskatchewan Flood Information 
The Government of Saskatchewan launched a website on March 21, 2011, www.saskflood.ca, which is 
designed to help Saskatchewan residents prepare for possible flooding and to provide timely updates on 
flood events as they occur in the province. The Saskatchewan Watershed Authority and the Ministry of 
Corrections, Public Safety and Policing, have developed and are maintaining this site. This website 
contains the most recent runoff advisories and forecasts; detailed maps and charts; flood prevention tips; 
emergency events & procedures; important contact information & more.  Under Latest Advisories you 
will find information on water being released on the South/North Saskatchewan & Saskatchewan Rivers.

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SECTION 1 :  GEN ERAL PRECAUTIONS TO TAKE  
 

1.1  BEFORE FLOODING 
Á Know if you live in a high-risk area for flooding 
Á Prepare a Family Plan 

o It will take you about 20 minutes to complete your personalized plan 
o Practicing your family emergency plan will help make sure you take appropriate actions in a 

real emergency situation 
o Review your plan regularly, update contact numbers/meeting locations, as needed. 
o Talk about emergency situations ahead of time.  This will help to reduce the fear and 

anxiety and will help everyone to know how to respond 
o Where is everyone (school, work, etc?) 

Å Everyone should know what to do in the event all family members are not together 
when an emergency happens 

Å Designated person to pick up children should you be unavailable 
o Where will we meet 

Å Pick two places to meet: 
1) Right outside of your home in case of a sudden emergency like a fire 
2) Outside of your neighbourhood in case you canôt return home or are asked to 

leave your neighbourhood 
Å Everyone must know the address and phone number of both of the meeting places. 

o How will we communicate to each other 
Å Develop an emergency communications plan. In case family members are separated 

from one another during an emergency, have a plan for getting back together. 
Separation is a possibility during the day when adults are at work and children are at 
school/daycare/activities. 

o Who will be our outside contact person(s) 
Å Ask an out-of-town relative or friend to be your family contact 
Å Your contact should live outside of your area 
Å Family members should call the contact and tell him or her where they are 
Å Everyone must know the contactôs name, address and phone number.  

o Where will we stay 
Å Discuss what to do if authorities ask you to evacuate 
Å Before an emergency happens, make arrangements for a place to stay with a friend 

or relative who lives out of town 
o Keep this document in an easy-to find, easy to remember place (i.e. with your emergency kit). 

Å Photocopy your plan and keep in emergency kit(s) your car and/or at work 
Á Ensure that each family member has identification 
Á Prepare personal Emergency Supply Kits (starts on Page 7) for your home/farm, pet and car  
Á Have a grab-and-go kit ready if you have to leave your home quickly 
Á Keep important papers (mortgage papers, insurance policies, birth certificates, etc.) in a portable, 

fireproof and waterproof container 
Á Have a record (have pictures) of your valuables in a safe place. 
Á Consider arrangements for your pets (see Page 9) 
Á Know the location of your fire extinguisher, water valve, electrical box, gas valve and floor drain 

((Electrical Safety Tips During Flooding can be found on Page 28 Appendix A of this booklet and Gas Safety Tips 

During Flooding can be found on Page 29, Appendix B) 
Á Check on elderly or disabled neighbours to ensure they are aware of the situation 
Á If you own livestock (see Page 10) 
Á Make sure that you have appropriate and adequate home insurance coverage 
Á GET any irreplaceable items OUT OF YOUR BASEMENT (family pictures, antiques, for example) 
Á Elevate the furnace, water heater and electric panel if in area susceptible to flooding 
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1.2  PERSONAL RESPONSIBIL ITY 

Although there are many municipal, provincial and federal agencies ready to provide aid should 
devastating flooding occur, it is the personal responsibility of each of us to be prepared to deal with any 
disaster should it unexpectedly strike. 
 

Agencies from all levels of government can do their jobs more efficiently, if each one of us takes personal 
responsibility for preparedness. Preparing ourselves, our families and being ready to help our neighbours 
will help to reduce the devastating effects of any disasters. 
 

1.3  PERSONAL EMERGENCY SUPPLY KITS 

In case of a major event you will need some basic supplies set aside. That way you will always be 
prepared to be self-sufficient for at least 72 hours while emergency workers focus on people in urgent 
need. 
 

Basic Emergency Kit (Xchecklist can be found on Page 30, Appendix C of this booklet) 
Many of the items required in an emergency kit are found in most people's homes.  You may have 
some of these basic emergency kit items already, such as a flashlight, battery-operated radio, food, 
water and blankets. The key is to make sure they are organized, easy to find and easy to carry (in 
a suitcase with wheels or in a backpack) in case you need to evacuate your home. Whatever you 
do, don't wait for a disaster to happen. 
 

Á Water 
o Two litres of water for drinking per person per day (Include small bottles that can be 

carried easily in case of an evacuation order) 
Á Food 

o That won't spoil, such as canned food, energy bars & dried foods and mixes, instant 
soup/oatmeal (remember to replace the food and water once a year) 

o Choose ready to eat foods that your family likes 
o Choose foods that do not need refrigeration 
o Canned food: soup/stew/pasta, baked beans, meat/poultry/fish, vegetables/fruits 
o Crackers, cereal, cookies 
o Honey, peanut/nut butter, syrup/jam 
o Salt & pepper 
o Sugar 
o Instant coffee, tea 
o Powdered milk 
o Choose foods that will not increase thirst (low sodium) 

Á Manual can opener  
Á Flashlight and batteries or wind-up flashlight 
Á Batteryïpowered or windïup radio (and extra batteries) 
Á First aid kit 
Á Disposable cleaning cloths, such as "baby wipes" for the whole family to use in case bathing 

facilities are not available 
Á Special needs items ï prescription medications, infant formula , diapers, or equipment for 

people with disabilities 
Á Extra keys ï for your car and house 
Á Cash ï include smaller bills, such as $10 bills (travellers cheques are also useful) and 

change for payphones 
Á Emergency plan

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Recommended Additional Items for Emergency Kit: 
Á Two additional litres of water per person per day for cooking/cleaning 
Á Change of clothing and footwear for each household member. Remember, if flooding is the 

issue, think about keeping everything dry.  Put things in plastic containers with lids, garage 
bags, etc. so items stay dry.  Everyone should have waterproof footwear. 

Á Sleeping bag or warm blanket for each household member 
Á Toiletries 
Á Toilet paper 
Á Hand sanitizer 
Á Utensils; disposable plates, bowls 
Á Garbage bags 
Á Tin foil, plastic wrap, small plastic bags 
Á Household chlorine bleach or water purifying tablets 
Á Basic tools (hammer, pliers, wrench, etc.) 
Á Small fuel operated stove and fuel 
Á A whistle 
Á Duct tape to tape up windows, doors, air vents, etc. (shelter-in-place) 
Á Playing cards, travel games, books, etc. 

 

REMEMBER: Check all kits once a year to ensure contents (water, food, medications, etc.) are up-to-
date.  Restock as needed. 

 
Car/Vehicle Kits (Xchecklist can be found on Page 31, Appendix D of this booklet) 
If you have a car/vehicle, prepare an emergency car kit and keep it in the vehicle. The basic 
emergency kit for cars should include the following items: 
Á Food ï that won't spoil, such as energy bars 
Á Water ï in plastic bottles so they won't break if frozen (change every six months) 
Á Blanket, Extra clothing and shoes 
Á First aid kit ï with seatbelt cutter 
Á Small shovel, scraper and snowbrush 
Á Candle in a deep can and matches 
Á Windïup flashlight 
Á Whistle ï in case you need to attract attention 
Á Roadmaps, copy of your emergency plan and personal documents 
Á Copy of your emergency plan and personal documents 

Also keep these inside your trunk: 
Á Sand, salt or cat litter (non clumping) 
Á Antifreeze/windshield washer fluid 
Á Tow rope, Jumper cables, Fire extinguisher, Warning light or road flare 

 
Important Family Documents 

Keep these records in a waterproof, portable container:  
Á Will, insurance policies, contracts, deeds, stocks and bonds 
Á Passports, social security cards, immunization records 
Á Bank account numbers 
Á Credit card account numbers and companies 
Á Inventory of valuable household goods, important telephone numbers 
Á Family records (birth, marriage, death certificates) 
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1.4  PREPAREDNESS FOR PETS 
Your petôs safety is your responsibility before, during and after an emergency. Pets that are ñleft behindò can 
be injured, lost or killed.  Pets that are ñturned looseò can become victims of exposure, starvation, predators, or 
contaminated food or water.  Pets left in your home may escape through a damaged window, etc.  Pets left chained 
or tied outside can be killed or injured. 

Preparedness: 
Á Include all your pet(s) in your family emergency plan 

o With the exception of service animals, pets are generally NOT permitted in evacuation 
centres 

o Before an emergency happens, plan where you would take your pets IF you could not take 
them with you to a public emergency evacuation centre 

Á Microchip you pet 
o Effective way to reunite lost pets with their families 

o Remember to update microchip registration when you move, change phone #s, etc. 
Á If there is an emergency, bring pets indoors at first indication 
Á If you must evacuate, itôs always best to take your pet with you 
Á Ask friends/relatives outside of your immediate area whether they would be willing to shelter 

your pet(s) should an emergency occur 
Á Contact the hotels and motels outside of your immediate area to check on their policies 

regarding pets and whether they have restrictions on the number, size and type of pet 

o Also ask whether any ñno petò policies might be waived in an emergency 

Á Prepare a list of boarding facilities/etc. who would be willing to shelter pets in an emergency 
Á Contact local animal shelters and ask if they provide shelter for pets in the event of an emergency 

o This should only be used as a last resort 
o Animal shelters have limited resources and will be very busy in an emergency 

Á Keep a list of all ñpet friendlyò places and their telephone numbers so that you can call ahead 
for reservations should you have notice of an impending emergency 

Á If you MUST leave your pet behind at home 
o Close and lock all doors and windows 
o Ensure the toilet lid is up, bathroom door wedged open 
o Leave extra bowls of food and water in non-spill/tip containers 
o Ensure they have ID 
o Fill out a Pet Record and secure to front door for rescue personnel 

 

Pet Kit  (Xchecklist can be found on Page 32, Appendix E of this booklet) 
Prepare an emergency survival kit for your pet(s) to keep them comfortable for at least three 
days. This kit should be stored in an easy to carry bag or container in the event you have to leave 
your home and stored next to your emergency survival kit. The following is a list of items that you 
should include in your pet emergency survival kit: 
Á Food, water (4L/day per average dog, 1L/day per average cat), bowls, paper towel & can opener) 

Á Blanket and a small toy 
Á Sturdy leash/harness 
Á Cat litter/pan ï tin foil roast pan works great and light to carry (if required) 
Á Llitter scoop and plastic bags; disposable piddle/pee pads 
Á Carrier for transporting your pet 
Á Medications and medical records (including vaccinations); first aid kit 
Á Current photo of your pet in case your pet gets lost  
Á Information on feeding schedule/medical/behavioural problems (in case you must board your pet) 

Á Up-to-date ID tag with your phone number and the name/phone number of your veterinarian 
Á Copy of license, Muzzle (if required) 

You may not be at home when an emergency occurs and/or when an evacuation order is issued.  BEFORE an 
emergency happens, ask a trusted neighbour to evacuate your pet if need be, and meet you in a pre-arranged 
location.  This individual should have a key to your home, know where the pet emergency kit is located, be 
comfortable with your pet and, more importantly, know where your pet is likely to be. 
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Please contact your veterinarian, should you have questions about the care of your pet and the items that 
should be included in their emergency survival kit. 

Special Care for Other Pets 
Á BIRDS 

o Transport birds in a sturdy carrier or travel cage 
o Try to avoid areas of excessive noise 
o Make sure you have leg bands that properly identify your pet bird 
o Birds need to eat on a regular schedule. If you don't already have a timed bird feeder, 

consider purchasing one to ensure proper feeding in the event you have to be away 
from your bird for long periods of time.  

In cold weather 

o To reduce stress and keep your bird comfortable in cold weather, cover your pet's cage 
with a cage cover or small blanket, allowing some ventilation for breathing 

In warm weather 
o A spray bottle is useful to keep your bird's feathers moistened occasionally 

 

Á REPTILES 

o Snakes can travel in a cloth bag/pillowcase; need their own secure cage at destination 
o A large bowl is a good idea to enable your pet snake to soak in 
o A heating pad or hot water bottle can make your pet snake more comfortable 
o Lizards can be transported much like birds 

 

SMALL ANIMALS 

Á Many small animals can be transported in their cages as long as they are comfortable with dry 
bedding and have food and water. 

 

FISH 

Á Use their own bowl or tank if it is small enough to move. Remember to cover the top to keep 
the water and fish in. 

 

After An Emergency 
Á Upon returning home, give your pets time to settle back into their routines 

Á Leash your pets when they go outside 
o Familiar landmarks and smells might be gone & your pet may become disoriented/lost 
o Dangerous animals may be in the area 
o Downed power lines may be a hazard for pets 

Á The temperament of your pet may change after an emergency, watch them closely 
 

1.5  PREPAREDNESS FOR LIVESTOCK 
Emergency preparedness is especially important for livestock because of their size, special shelter & 
transportation requirements. 

Preparedness: 
Á Barn fires are the most common disaster for livestock 

o Mount fire extinguishers in all buildings and at all entrances 
Å Regularly maintain them & make sure family members/employees know how to use them 

o Keep aisle and all doors free of debris and equipment 
Á Consider removing all barbed wire and rerouting permanent fencing so that animals can move to 

high ground in a flood and to low-lying areas in high winds 

Á Ensure that poultry have access to high areas in which to perch 
Á Install a hand pump and obtain enough large containers to water your animals for a least a week in 

the event the water supply is contaminated; identify alternate water and power resources 
Á Do you have enough feed, bedding material, supplies, medications on hand to last an extended 

period in case suppliers/supplies are unavailable because of the disaster 
Á Identify alternate location(s) for your animals in case of evacuation 
Á Label hazardous materials and place them all in the same safe area. Provide information about 

their location to local fire and rescue and emergency authorities. 
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Livestock/Farm Emergency Kit: 
During an emergency, you will need to decide whether to confine large animals in an available 
shelter or leave them outdoors.  It will depend on what emergency/disaster is occurring and how 
much warning you have. 
Á Have a current list of all animals 

o Include proof of ownership, their location, records of feeding, vaccinations & tests 
Á Have a contact list of emergency phone numbers (employees, neighbours, veterinarian, 

poison control, animal care, transportation resources, etc.) 
Á Supplies for temporary identification of your animals 

o Plasitc neckbands, permanent markers to label animals with your name, address 
and phone number 

Á Basic first aid kit 
Á Handling equipment such as halters, cages, blankets, etc. 
Á Bolt cutters to quickly free animals in an emergency 
Á Water, feed and buckets 
Á Tools and supplies needed for sanitation 
Á Emergency equipment 

o Cell phone 
o Flashlights 
o Portable radios 
o Other safety & emergency items for your vehicles and trailers 

Á Let everyone know where the emergency kit is being stored 
Á Consider evacuating your animals only on the advice of your veterinarian or local 

emergency managment officials. 
 

Sheltering in Place: 
Sometimes evacuation isnôt posssible, and while it often seems that animals will be safer inside 
barns, in many circumstances, confinement can reduce their ability to protect themselves. 
 
Survey your property for the best location for shelter. If you pasture meets the critereia below, your 
large anminals may be better off in the pasture than being evacuated. 
Pasture Criteria: 
Á No trees which can uproot easily 
Á No overhead powerlines or poles 
Á No debries or sources of blowing debris 
Á No barbed-wire fencing 
Á Not less than one acre in size (if less than an acre, livestock may not be able to avoid wind-

blown debris) 
If your pasture doesnôt meet the above criteria, you should evacutate your animals.

Evacuation: 
The leading causes of death of large animals in disasters are collapsed barns, dehydration, 
eletrocution and accidents resulting from fencing failure. 
Á Evacuate as soon as possible 
Á Set up safe transportation including trucks and trailers suitable for livestock and appropriate 

for each type of animal, along with experienced handlers and drivers 
Á Take disaster/emergency livestock kit with you 
Á When sheltering off your property, make sure that they remain in familiar groupings, 

securely contained and sheltered from the elements 
Á Notify your veterinarian, processer, feed representative, etc. if evacuating 
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SECTION 2:  LEARN HOW TO EVACUAT E 
 

Evacuation is a protective action that may be ordered by emergency officials when there is a significant 
threat posed to a specific area or community. 
 

2.1  When to Evacuate:  
Á Evacuate only when instructed to do so by your local emergency officials 
Á If ordered to evacuate, listen to media reports to learn about areas being evacuated and which 

routes are safest to take. 
 

2.2  How to Know to Evacuate 
Á Evacuation orders are typically broadcast through the media or delivered directly to homes and 

businesses by emergency responders, such as the police 
 

2.3  If Ordered to Evacuate 
Á Offer to assist neighbours who may not be able to evacuate on their own. If possible, make these 

arrangements in advance 
Á Take your family emergency survival kit, important documents (e.g., medical and vaccination 

records) and your personal valuables (e.g., cash, credit cards). 
Á Wear comfortable and appropriate clothing and footwear 
Á Make arrangements for pets and livestock 
Á Shut and lock doors and windows including barn doors and gates 
Á Shut off water supply, natural gas (shut off gas valve at the meter) & power to all buildings, barns, etc. 
Á Leave a note in your mailbox saying where youôve gone and inform an out-of-area contact 
Á Evacuate the area affected by the emergency exactly as directed 
Á Remain calm, do not speed and obey official directions as some roads may be closed (due to 

flooding or washed away) or rerouted 
Á DO NOT take shortcuts. Doing so might lead you to a blocked or dangerous area. 
Á During some evacuations, you may be asked to report to a reception centre. These may be set up 

to retrieve evacuee contact information or arrange for temporary housing 
Á Avoid using the telephone unless you are reporting an emergency or it is absolutely necessary. 

Emergency responders and those who need immediate emergency assistance will need all 
available lines. 

Á Listen to media reports to stay informed about further announcements from your local emergency 
officials. 
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SECTION 3 :  FLOODING PRECAUTIONS  
 

Flooding damage can cost an individual or family a significant amount of money; therefore it is best to 
take precautions ahead of time to minimize these costs.  YOU are the first line of defence against flooding 
damage and it is up to you to minimize any harm that may occur. Some precautions are not very costly. 

3.1  REDUCE THE LIKELIHOOD OF DAMAGE CAUSED BY FLOODING  
Á Put weather protection sealant around basement windows and the base of ground-level doors. 
Á Contour the ground away from the house so that in the first 3 metres from the foundation walls, the 

soil drops a minimum of 15 cm. A slope of 1000H:1V is recommended thereafter 
Á Install the drainage for downspouts a sufficient distance from your residence to ensure that water 

moves away from the building 
Á Remove all debris from around gutters and drains. Leaves, branches and rubbish can quickly clog 

grates and roadside gutters 
Á Consider installing a sump pump and zero reverse flow valves in basement floor drains 

o Ensure that the sump pump does not discharge into the septic system or onto the ground 
near the septic system 

Á Ensure that underground storage tanks are fully sealed and secure 
Á To deal with groundwater flooding, consider the excavation of the foundation to install a washed 

stone and drain tile drainage system and installing a sump pump 
Á To deal with flooding from spring melt: 

o Move snow at least 2 metres from house foundation 
o Clear additional snow from rooftops.  This will ensure the amount of water coming from the 

roof is reduced, will keep eave troughs in good condition, and keep roof vents clear 
Á DO NOT store your important documents/valuables in the basement. Keep them at a higher level. 
Á If You Use a Domestic Well 

o Ensure that the wellhead is protected.  It should have: 
¶ A proper casing and annulus seal 

¶ A well casing that extends 0.6 to 0.9 meters above ground level 

¶ The area around the well should be built up with clay soil & sloped away from the well 

¶ A vented watertight well lid 

¶ Use sandbags & polyethylene sheeting to prevent surface water from flowing into the well 

o Decommission well pits as they provide a place for contaminated water to collect and enter 
your water supply and are a safety hazard.  They should be: 

¶ Decommission by extending the casing above ground and connecting the well to the 
piping via a pitless adaptor 

¶ This will then allow the pit to be filled and proper wellhead protection utilized 
o Be ready to turn off the electricity to your well pump just prior to the flooding  (Electrical Safety 

Tips During Flooding on Page 28, Appendix A of this booklet) 
Á If you are a Producer or Owner of Animals 

o Secure, eliminate or move potential sources of spills from hazardous materials (i.e., 
pesticides, fuel, lubricants and fertilizer) to a location above flooding level 

¶ Pesticides/fertilizers/fuel may cause pollution/poisoning, if left in flood-prone locations 

¶ Promptly and properly dispose of unwanted hazardous materials 

¶ Contact the Ministry of Environment or an approved private hazardous materials 
disposal company for information.  

o Protect feed, manure storage, livestock, buildings and farm equipment by moving to high 
ground where possible, or diverting water or constructing berms/dykes (see Page 16) 

o Use chains/cables to anchor fuel & propane tanks & other equipment that could float away 
o Secure copies of insurance policies and other essential farm documents 
o Check standby generators on the farm 

¶ Purchase extra fuel in case of prolonged power disruptions 
o Shut off electrical power to areas where flooding is imminent 
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Á Livestock Producer: 
o If flooding is forecast (heavy rain, fast snow-melt), seek alternate housing site for livestock 
o Is high ground available on your land 
o Have you obtained permission from a neighbour or alternate site to house your livestock 
o Is livestock transportation possible or available 
o Could you move some livestock in the days leading up to potential flooding 
o Have you made a confirmed list of people, including livestock haulers, who could help move 

livestock on short notice in the event of evacuation  
o Have you made provisions to move dangerous livestock, such as bulls, well before 

evacuation becomes necessary 

Á Pork and Poultry Producers:  
o Have you contacted marketing organizations or processors regarding the sale of animals 

that are approaching market weight 

Á Poultry Producers:  
o Could you move birds to the top floor of two-storey barns, if space is available? 
o Can you continue to provide feed, water and power to poultry barns when flooding occurs? 

Á Dairy Producers:  
o Have you made arrangements for temporary milking 
o In case animals from different herds have to share a relocation site, have you ensured that 

all cattle are positively identified (with ear tags or livestock marker) & that id. records are secure 
o Have you notified your dairy representative, milk hauler, processor, feed representative and 

veterinarian of your destination if evacuated 
o Have you anchored your milk tank and filled it with clean water to keep it from floating 

Á Livestock Producers/Owners in Higher/Above Flooding Locations  
o Higher/Above Flooding producers could be isolated or subject to restricted access due to 

flooded roads, detours, etc 
o Do you have enough feed on hand to last for at least a month as suppliers may not be able 

to access some roads 
o Have you ensured that you have adequate bedding material, dairy supplies, medications, 

etc. on hand for an extended period 
o Have you purchased extra fuel in case of prolonged power disruptions 
o Are you prepared where possible to assist other livestock producers who may have to 

evacuate from the flood plain 
 

3.2  IF FLOODING IS POSSIBLE  (i.e. warm spring weather/fast snowmelt, thunderstorm/rainfall warning etc.) 
Á Listen carefully to the forecast & determine how high the flooding level will be on your property 
Á Watch your environment (i.e. increases in water height and intensity in streams and rivers) 

Á Turn off basement furnace and outside gas valve 
Á Take special precautions to safeguard electrical, natural gas or propane heating equipment 
Á If there is enough time, consult your electricity or fuel supplier for instructions on how to proceed 

o Shut off electricity ONLY if flooding has not yet begun & the area around the fuse box is dry 
Á Move vehicles, RVs, etc. to higher ground 
Á Septic/Holding tank: If there is time, have the septic tank or holding tank pumped by a licensed 

sewage hauler and immediately filled with fresh water (helps to prevent the backup of sewage into the 

home and prevent sewage from impacting the surrounding area & nearby drinking water) 
Á If a private surface water intake is utilized, placing sandbags around it may minimize damage from 

debris in the floodwater 
Á Have an alternate source of water for at least 3 days 
Á The Saskatchewan Disease Control Laboratory is offering free lab analysis for those individuals 

with flood affected wells.  Contact Water Lab to get more information (Water Lab General Information: 

1-866-450-0000). 
Á REMOVE ITEMS FROM BASEMENT or lower level of home 
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3.3  IF FLOODING IS IMMINENT 
Á Remove all possessions from basement, turn off/disconnect all power/gas lines, remove all electric 

motors from the furnace/appliances which will remain in the basement during the flooding period 
Á Shut off the water supply to and from the hot water heater. Do Not drain. 
Á Securely plug all basement drains/outlets such as: sewer drains, sinks, toilets etc. to the sewer 
Á It may be necessary to plug some outlets below the level of the weeping tile drains, in the primary 

sewer trap. Effective plugs can be made from wood or plastic bags. All plugs must be held in place 
by sandbags or other heavy materials, or held in place by braces securely fastened to floor joists. 

Á Remove toxic substances such as pesticides/insecticides from the flood area to prevent pollution 
Á Disconnect eavestroughs if they are connected to the house sewer 
Á Buoyant materials should be removed from the basement to lessen the potential for damage to first 

floor components of the structure should the basement become flooded 
Á If you plug the basement sewer, be sure to remove the toilet bowl from any basement bathroom 

and plug that sewer drain securely as well 
Á For additional information on preparing your household for flooding, you may wish to ask the 

assistance of a professional plumber 
Á Know that drinking water may become contaminated. Follow instructions from health authorities. 

 

3.4 DYKES 
BEFORE excavating, call for cable locations:  Sask 1st Call can be accessed via the internet at 
http://www.sask1stcall.com/form/ or via the phone at 1-866-828-4888. 

Á Earth Berms (general information  only/consult a contractor for specific information) 

Earth Berms tend to be a good, simple and cost effective way of encouraging the runoff of surface 
water away from your home and buildings without affecting the natural flow/drainage of the area.  
Berms are NOT to be built around a large area (i.e. parcel of land).  If that is what you would like to 
do, you MUST contact the Saskatchewan Watershed Authority (SWA) first. 
 

Berms can be constructed to any height. Topsoil should be stripped prior to construction of the 
berm. Fill would ideally include clay based soils that are free from organics and topsoil. The top 
width of the berm should be of sufficient width to provide protection from wind and wave action 
(generally in the order of 3 m, as limited by the width of construction equipment). Side-slopes 
should generally be a maximum of 3:1 or as specified by an engineer. For landscaping purposes it 
may be desirable to use a flatter slope to incorporate the berms into the landscaping of the yard. 
 

ñHolesò in the berm may also be allowed to accommodate local runoff from the yard once peak 
flows have passed and provide for vehicle access. These ñholesò would have to be closed by 
temporary measures such as sand bags or temporary berms during times of flooding. Construction 
during winter conditions may require that a plastic liner such as polyethylene be placed on the 
upstream side of the berm to limit seepage until the berm has a chance to be re-compacted or 
consolidate once the soil has thawed out in the summer. 

 

Á For information on building a berm, please contact a local contractor (a list can be found on Page 
27 of this booklet or a list can be forwarded to you by calling the R.M. Office at 306-242-9303 to 
have the list emailed/mailed out to you.)  Building a berm should be investigated before spring (& 
the spring melt) when the contractors become busy with other construction work.

Á Sandbagging 
Sandbagging can be costly, labour intensive & carries with it a disposal issue after 
the waters have receded. Sandbag dykes are usually used in areas where large 
equipment cannot access and are for areas in which water is an issue for a short 
(1-2 week) duration (rivers, streams, etc. overflowing their banks because of rain, 
etc.).  Otherwise they are used for small areas (wells, etc.) or to weigh down 
objects as they will not ñsealò out water. If you have the space, the recommendation 
is for you to build berms. 
 

Construction of a sandbag dyke requires special procedures to achieve maximum 
strength & effectiveness. Should you choose to construct a sandbag dyke to 
protect your property, the following tips may be useful. For sandbag/sand suppliers please go to 
Local Resources, 24. 

1. Strip the sod or ground cover beneath the area for the proposed dyke and dig a "bonding 
trench" one sack in depth and two sacks wide as a foundation for the dyke structure. 

2. To effectively provide protection from the forces of flooding water a dyke must be three 
times as wide at its base as it is high. A dyke intended to be one metre high must have a 
three metre wide base. 

3. Sandbags should never be filled more than half-full and must be laid in alternating crisscross 
directions. The base level should be laid parallel to the flow of the water; the second level 
should be laid perpendicular to the flow, with the third level again laid parallel, continuing to 
the intended height of the dyke. Each successive layer is set back one-half sandbag width on 
both sides in each additional layer. A side view of a completed dyke would show a triangular 
cross section. 

4. Individual bags need not be tied shut. Overlapping by successive bags will hold the sand in 
place. The method of keeping bag contents in place is called "lapping." 

5.  As individual bags are put in place, each must be tamped firmly to ensure maximum 
performance and strength in the finished dyke. 
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Á Polyethylene Sheeting 

Another source of protection for the structure of your home and most other smaller buildings during 
severe flooding conditions is the proper use of polyethylene (plastic) sheeting. The following is a 
brief description of how, according to dyking engineers, an individual can provide protection to his 
or her home should potential flooding conditions be considered severe enough to require 
evacuation. 
 

This system has been successfully used throughout Canada and the United States, and is 
recommended for structures located in areas where flooding depth is anticipated to extend above 
the level of the structure's first floor. It is not considered necessary in areas where only 
basement flooding is expected. Polyethylene sheeting is intended to add extra protection to the 
building's structure, but "sheeted" buildings are not considered suitable to live in once the sheeting 
has been completed. Use this procedure only if evacuation is anticipated. 

 

Procedure 
The exterior lower levels of a home to be evacuated are wrapped in polyethylene sheeting, 
secured at joints with nailed strips of wood and anchored around the structure's foundation 
with sandbags or other heavy objects. For greatest protection, the use of 6-mil polyethylene 
sheets in 3 metre widths is recommended. 

 
Step-by-Step Instructions: Should your home or other structures be located in an area where 
flooding above first floor level is forecast, you may wish to do the following: 

1. Listen to the forecast and determine how high the flooding level will be; allow an extra 
metre of coverage beyond that height. 

2. All valuables, possessions and electric motors removed from appliances (that will stay in 
basement) should be removed from basement. Turn off & disconnect all power/gas lines. 

3. Securely plug all basement drains and outlets such as: sewer drains, sinks, toilet bowls 
and laundry outlets to the sewer. It may be necessary to plug some outlets below the level 
of the weeping tile drains, in the primary sewer trap. Effective plugs can be made from 
wood or plastic bags. All plugs must be held in place by sandbags or other heavy 
materials, or held in place by braces securely fastened to floor joists. 

4. Move all possessions within the structure above the projected flood water level.  
5. Flood the basement with clear water from an outside tap through a basement window. 

Bring water level inside the basement to window casement level. 
6. Board up all windows, doors and other openings. 
7. For additional protection against the force of outside flooding waters, brace the walls of 

the structure from the inside by nailing "two-by-six" lengths or planking one metre above 
the floor. Once the two-by-six "walers" are .in place, add braces constructed from strips of 
two-by-fours, running at a 45 degree angle from the "walers" to the floor and hold in place 
with either sandbags, or wooden blocks nailed directly to the floor.  

8. Apply the polyethylene barrier loosely to the exterior walls of the structure, starting at a 
height of one meter above the predicted flooding level. Allow an additional one metre at 
the base of the structure for anchoring. At joints in the sheeting, allow a minimum one 
metre overlap. Place sandbags around the house against the polyethylene. Stack the 
bags in an overlapping fashion and at least 10 bags high.  

9. At the base of the 1st stack of sandbags lift the remaining polyethylene sheeting up & 
cover the outside face of the initial sandbags, hold the plastic sheeting in place with a 2

nd
 

wall of sandbags. 
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Placing plastic sheeting can also be used against openings, before sandbagging doors & windows as an 
effective way of preventing mud and debris from entering through these openings (see pictures below).  
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3.5  PUMPING 

Pumps are best for a small amount of water and are generally ineffective for large amounts of water. 
Therefore, pumps are best to use AFTER flooding has occurred, during clean-up.  If you are pumping 
water off your property, you need to contact your neighbours that may be affected, get written approval 
from them and then get approval from the Saskatchewan Watershed Authority (SWA).  SWA can do a 
Temporary or Term approval.  For more information on the SWAôs Drainage Approval Process, a fact 
sheet can be found at www.swa.ca/Publications/Documents/FS-314.pdf or Appendix F. 
 

As the R.M. only has a very limited supply of transfer pumps and discharge hose, which will be made 
available when possible, there is no guarantee a pump will be available when needed by you as they may 
be used by municipal forces or another ratepayer.  Serious thought should be given to purchasing your 
own pump(s) and intake/discharge hoses to ensure the equipment is in place should it be required.  If you 
are interested in renting a pump, a list of local suppliers can be found by on Page 26 in this booklet. 
 

3.6  DURING FLOODING 
Á Listen to the radio to find out what areas are affected, what roads are safe, where to go, what to do 

o The R.M. puts the list of closed roads on their website (home page), and faxes the list to the 
local Fire Departments that service the R.M. as well as the local RCMP detachments 

Á If there are road closures in your area you will need to be aware of an alternate route 
o It is also just as important that you are able to provide alternate routes to emergency 

personnel if they are required to attend a call to your property 
Á Keep your emergency kit close at hand 
Á Discontinue the use of your private sewage system; use portable toilets until the system restores 

itself and the water recedes 
 

NEVER cross a flooded area... 
Á If you are in a car, do not drive through flood waters or underpasses. The water may be deeper 

than it looks and your car could get stuck or swept away by fast water. Six inches of water will 
reach the bottom of most passenger cars causing loss of control and possible stalling. 

Á If water threatens to breach roads or if it is necessary to cut any roads to prevent permanent and 
costly damage, barricades will be erected. 

Á PLEASE respect all signs & barricades. Take alternate routes; DO NOT go around the 
barricades. (you will be charged) 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Á Remember, roads are closed for a reason... 
o Road is under water 
o Road has been cut by running water or heavy equipment 
o Road is impassable, etc. 

Á If you are on foot, fast water could sweep you away.  Six inches (15 cm) of moving water can 
cause you to fall. 

Á Avoid crossing bridges if the water is high & flowing quickly.  A foot of water will float many vehicles. 
Á If you are caught in fast-rising waters and your car stalls, leave it and save yourself and your 

passengers. Two feet (60 cm) of rushing water can carry away most vehicles including sport utility 
vehicles (SUVôs) and pick-ups.

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SECTION 4:  FLOODING CAUSED BY H IGH WATER TABLE  

(The information below is just general information and R.M. residents should consult with a plumber if having issues with a 
flooding basement due to ground water, etc.) 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Although it seems like a strange fact in Saskatchewan, residents are experiencing seepage/flooding of 
basements/lower levels due to a high water table. 
 

This is one of the toughest wet basement challenges. The water table is the line between saturated and 
unsaturated soil. It can vary by season and location, and even a heavy rainfall can cause the water table 
to rise. 
 

During times when the water table rises to its highest level, that rising exerts extraordinary pressure on 
the foundation, causing the basement to leak.  Water in the basement can be a nightmare. Aside from the 
financial consequences, standing water can cause structural damage, health hazards, and attract bugs 
and other critters. 
 

Water can be present in soil by means of a high water table and/or underground stream and capillaries. 
Water can be held in place by clay soils. Once clay is thoroughly soaked, it retains moisture over a long 
period of time. Clay expands when wet also causing pressure on walls and then it shrinks when it dries 
creating voids next to the foundation for more water to accumulate. The water table can follow the strata 
and contour of land and as a result one could find water several feet below ground level at the bottom of a 
hill and at the same depth at the top of a hill. 
 

The water table also fluctuates greatly in elevation during wet and dry seasons. It is possible to excavate, 
find no water and build a home during a dry season only to find, a few years later, that a rising water table 
due to wet seasons is causing major flooding in the basement from water being forced in through the 
foundation walls and floor. If water is present above the level of a basement floor, it will eventually find its 
way into the basement. 
 
There's not much you can do to change the water table, but you can reduce its damaging effects with 
interior or exterior drainage systems or with a sump pump. 
 

4.1  SUMP PUMP 

A sump pump is a necessity if your basement is prone to flooding in a rainstorm, or if your basement is 
below the level of sewer lines or if you live in an area with a high water table. However, almost any 
homeowner that has a below grade basement should consider having a sump pump installed as a 
precaution, because even an inch of water can do extensive damage. 
 

A sump pump is an electric pump that is installed in the basement of a home and used to pump water out 
of the basement. Sump pumps are generally electric, but they should have a battery backup system in 
case the electricity goes out. 
 

For more information, contact a plumber for advice on sump pumps, flooding/wet basement, weeping 
tiles, etc.  
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SECTION 5:  POWER OUTAGE  

Most power outages will be over almost as soon as they begin, but some can last much longer, 
ESPECIALLY in rural areas.  Power outages are often caused by high winds, electrical storms, tornadoes, 
etc. which can often cause or aid flooding.  Power may be cut to your area/house due to flooding. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

During a power outage, you may be left without heating/air conditioning, lighting, hot water, or even 
running water.  If you are pumping water out of your basement or out of your yard, the sump pump/pumps 
may no longer work if powered by electricity. If you only have a cordless phone, you may be left without 
phone service. If you do not have a battery-powered or crank radio, you may have no way of monitoring 
news broadcasts. Farm equipment (i.e. milking machine) that relies on electricity will not work. 
 

You can greatly lessen the impact of a power outage by taking the time to prepare in advance. You and 
your family should be prepared to cope on your own during a power outage for at least 72 hours. 

 

5.1  BEFORE AN OUTAGE 
Á If you have a wood-burning fireplace/stove, have the chimney cleaned once a year 
Á Install an emergency generator (check with manufacturers regarding power requirements and proper 

operating procedures) 
Á Plug in sensitive electronic equipment (computer, TVs, etc.) through surge-protector power bars 
Á If you use electronic life-sustaining equipment, make sure to have a back-up power source 

o You can register life-sustaining equipment with SaskPower & be notified of planned outages 
Á Program 310-2220 into your cell phone 

o This SaskPower phone number is toll-free and dedicated to 24-hour outage reporting 
Á Keep a corded phone in the house, because cordless phones don't work during power outages 

o Program 310-2220 into the phone's memory 
Á Make sure you have a Personal Emergency Kid prepared (list on Page 7 of this booklet) 

 

5.2  DURING A OUTAGE 
Á Determine if the power failure is limited to your home 

o If your neighbours have power, check your electrical panel to see if the main 
 circuit breaker has tripped 

Á Turn the breaker off and back on again to ensure a good connection 
Á If your electrical panel or main breaker isn't the cause of the outage, call (SaskPower) 310-2220 
Á Turn off or unplug any appliances or electronics you were using when the power went out 

o Leave one light on so you'll know when your power returns 
Á Keep refrigerators and freezers closed 

o If the power is out for a long time, make sure you check all refrigerated and frozen food before 
you eat it 

Á Use proper candle holders 
o Never leave lit candles unattended and keep out of reach of children 
o Always extinguish candles before going to bed 

Á Close all doors, windows and drapes to conserve heat (unless the sun is shining in) 
Á Never light a fire indoors unless you're using an approved fire place or wood stove  
Á Make sure your home has a working carbon monoxide detector 

o If it is hard-wired to the houseôs electrical supply, ensure it has a battery-powered back-up

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5.3  WHEN POWER IS RESTORED 
Á If your neighbour's power has returned and yours has not, there could be a problem specific to 

your home 
o Recheck your main breaker and reset it even if it appears to be on 
o If power is not restored, call SaskPower toll-free at 310-2220 

Á Give the electrical system a chance to stabilize. 
Á Wait 15 minutes before turning up the thermostats. 

o Turn the heating-system thermostats up first, followed in a couple of minutes by reconnection of 
the fridge and freezer 

o Turn on essential equipment & appliances first; wait 10-15 minutes before turning on the rest 
Á Do not enter a flooded basement unless you are sure the power is disconnected 
Á Do not use flooded appliances, electrical outlets, switch boxes or fuse-breaker panels until they 

have been checked and cleaned by a qualified electrician 
Á Replace the furnace flue (if removed) and turn off the fuel to the standby heating unit 
Á Switch on the main electric switch (before, check to ensure appliances, electric heaters, TVs, 

microwaves computers, etc. were unplugged to prevent damage from a power surge) 
Á Close the drain valve in the basement 
Á Turn on the water supply. Close lowest valves/taps first and allow air to escape from upper taps. 
Á Make sure that the hot water heater is filled before turning on the power to it. 
Á Check food supplies in refrigerators, freezers and cupboards for signs of spoilage 

o If a freezer door has been kept closed, food should stay frozen 24 to 36 hours, depending on 
the temperature 

o When food begins to defrost (usually after two days), it should be cooked; otherwise it should 
be thrown out 

Á As a general precaution, keep a bag of ice cubes in the freezer 
o If you return home after a period of absence and the ice has melted and refrozen, there is a 

good chance that the food is spoiled 
o When in doubt, throw it out! 

Á Reset your clocks, automatic timers, and alarms 
Á Restock your emergency kit so the supplies will be there when needed again 
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SECTION 6:  AFTER FLOODING  
 

For health reasons, it's important to restore your home to good order as soon as possible but make sure 
the property is safe to re-enter before. 
Á Do not return home until authorities advise it is safe 
Á Report broken utility lines 
Á Consult your insurer about steps to take if your property is flooded 
Á Exercise caution when re-entering your home. If the main power switch was not turned off prior to 

flooding, do not re-enter your home until a qualified electrician has determined it is safe to do so. 
Á If your main electrical panel was under water, it must be cleaned, dried and tested by a qualified 

electrician to determine if it is safe. Do not use flooded appliances, electrical outlets, switch boxes 
or fuse breaker panels until they have been checked by the power company.  

Á If natural gas lines were under water, contact your gas supplier before resuming service. If natural 
gas appliances were under water, have them checked by an approved heating, ventilation and air 
conditioning contractor. 

Á The water in your home could be contaminated with sewage and other pollutants. Contact the local 
health unit for instructions.
